1 (v.1:2) Lord: The actual word used in the Qur'an is Rabb. There is no proper
equivalent for Rabb in English language. It means the One and the Only Lord for
all the universe, its Creator, Owner, Organizer, Provider, Master, Planner,
Sustainer, Cherisher, and Giver of security. Rabb is also one of the Names of
Allah. We have used the word “Lord” as the nearest to Rabb. All occurrences of
“Lord” in the interpretation of the meanings of the Noble Qur'an actually mean
Rabb and should be understood as such.

2 (v.1:2). Narrated Abu Sa‘id bin Al-Mu‘alla: While | was praying in the mosque,
Allah’'s Messenger L., +«s 4! Lo called me but | did not respond to him. Later |
said, “O Allah’s Messenger, | was praying.”

71. He [Misa (Moses)] said, “He says, ‘It
is a cow neither trained to till the soil nor
water the fields, sound, having no other
colour except bright yellow.” ” They said,
“Now you have brought the truth.” So they
slaughtered it though they were near to not
doing it.

72. And (remember) when you killed a
man and fell into dispute among yourselves as
to the crime. But Alldh brought forth that
which you were hiding.

73.So We said: “Strike him (the dead
man) with a piece of it (the cow).” Thus Allah
brings the dead to life and shows you His
Aydt  (proofs, evidences, verses, lessons,
signs, revelations, etc.) so that you may
understand.

74. Then, after that, your hearts were
hardened and became as stones or even worse
in hardness. And indeed, there are stones out
of which rivers gush forth, and indeed, there
are of them (stones) which split asunder so
that water flows from them, and indeed, there
are of them (stones) which fall down for fear
of Alldh. And Alldh is not unaware of what
you do.

75. Do you (faithful believers) covet that
they will believe in your religion inspite of
the fact that a party of them (Jewish rabbis)
used to hear the Word of Allah [the Taurat
(Torah)], then they used to change it
knowingly after they understood it?

76. And when they (Jews) meet those who
believe (Muslims), they say, “We believe”,
but when they meet one another in private,
they say, “Shall you (Jews) tell them

84. And (remember) when We took your
covenant (saying): Shed not the blood of your
(people), nor turn out your own people from
their dwellings. Then, (this) you ratified and
(to this) you bear witness.

85. After this, it is you who kill one
another and drive out a party of you from
their homes, assist (their enemies) against
them, in sin and transgression. And if they
come to you as captives, you ransom them,
although their expulsion was forbidden to
you. Then do you believe in a part of the
Scripture and reject the rest? Then what is the
recompense of those who do so among you,
except disgrace in the life of this world, and
on the Day of Resurrection they shall be
consigned to the most grievous torment. And
Alléh is not unaware of what you do.

86. Those are they who have bought the
life of this world at the price of the Hereafter.
Their torment shall not be lightened nor shall
they be helped.

87. And indeed, We gave Miisa (Moses)
the Book and followed him up with a
succession of Messengers.

indeed have been believers?”

92. And indeed Miisd (Moses) came to
you with clear proofs, yet you worshipped the
calf after he left, and you were Zdlimiin
(polytheists and wrong-doers).

93. And (remember) when We took your
covenant and We raised above you the Mount
(saying), “Hold firmly to what We have given
you and hear (Our Word).” They said, “We
have heard and disobeyed.” And their hearts
absorbed (the worship of) the calf because of
their disbelief. Say: “Worst indeed is that
which your faith enjoins on you ifyou are
believers.”

94. Say to (them): “If the home of the
Hereafter with Alldh is indeed for you
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specially and not for others, of mankind, then
long for death if you are truthful.”

95. But they will never long for it because
of what their hands have sent before them
(i.e. what they have done). And Allah is All-
Aware of the Zdlimin (polytheists and
wrong-doers).

96. And verily, you will find them (the Jews)
the greediest of mankind for life and (even
greedier) than those who ascribe partners to
Allah (and do not believe in Resurrection
— Majiis, pagans, and idolaters). Everyone of
them wishes that he could be given a life of a
thousand years. But the grant of such life will
not save him even a little from (due)
punishment. And Alldh is All-Seer of what
they do.

And
fear Alldh and know that Alldh is All-Seer of
what you do.

234. And those of you who die and leave
wives behind them, they (the wives) shall wait
(as regards their marriage) for four
months and ten days, then when they have
fulfilled their term, there is no sin on you if
they (the wives) dispose of themselves in a
just and honourable manner (i.e. they can
marry). And Alldh is Well-Acquainted with
what you do.

235. And there is no sin on you if you
make a hint of betrothal or conceal it in
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yourself, Allah knows that you will remember
them, but do not make a promise of contract
with them in secret except that you speak an
hon?ilfable saying according to the Islamic
law."* And do not consummate the marriage
until the term prescribed is fulfilled. And
know that Alldh knows what is in your minds,
so fear Him. And know that Alldh is Oft-
Forgiving, Most Forbearing.

236. There is no sin on you, if you divorce
women while yet you have not touched (had
sexual relation with) them, nor appointed
unto them their Mahr (bridal-money given by
the husband to his wife at the time of
marriage). But bestow on them (a suitable
gift), the rich according to his means, and the
poor according to his means, a gift of
reasonable amount is a duty on the doers of
good.

237. And if you divorce them before you
have touched (had a sexual relation with)
them, and you have appointed unto them the
Mahr (bridal-money given by the husband to
his wife at the time of marriage), then pay
half of that (Mahr), unless they (the women)
agree to forego it, or he (the husband), in
whose hands is the marriage tie, agrees to
forego and give her full appointed Mahr. And
to forego and give (her the full Mahr) is
nearer to At-Tagwa (piety, righteousness).
And do not forget liberality between
yourselves. Truly, Alldh is All-Seer of what
you do.

Allah  J» , 5+, the Most High, like His Face, Eyes, Hands, Shins, (Legs), His Coming, His
(Istawa) rising over His Throne and others, or all that Allah's Messenger \L, «le &

qualified Him in the true authentic Prophet's Ah4dith (narrations) as regards His Qualities
like [Nuzdll, His Descent or His laughing and others, the religious scholars of the Quran
and the Sunnah believe in these Qualities of Allah and they confirm that these are really His

Qualities, without Ta'wil (interpreting their meanings into different things) or Tashbih”
(giving resemblance or similarity to any of the creatures) or [Ta'til] (completely ignoring or

denying them i.e., there is no Face, or Eyes or Hands, or Shins for Allah). These Qualities
befit or suit only for Allah Alone, and He does not resemble any of (His) creatures. As

Allah’'s Statement (in the Qur'an): (1) “There is nothing like Him, and He is the All-Hearer,
the All-Seer " (V.42:11) (2) There is none comparable unto Him (V.112:4).”
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Alldh; He grants to whom He wills. And
Allah is All-Sufficient for His creatures’
needs, All-Knower.”

y) confirming what is with you; you
must, then, believe in him and help him.”
Alldh said: “Do you agree (to it) and will
you take up My Covenant (which I
conclude with you)?” They said: “We
agree.” He said: “Then bear witness; and I
am with you among the witnesses (for
this).”

82. Then whoever turns away after this,
they are the Fdsiqin (rebellious: those who
turn away from Alldh’s Obedience).

83. Do they seek other than the religion
of Alldh (the true Isldmic Monotheism -
worshipping none but Alldh Alone), while
to Him submitted all creatures in the
heavens and the earth, willingly or
unwillingly. And to Him shall they all be
returned.

84. Say (O Muhammad ,u, s &1 Jo):
“We believe in Alldh and in what has been
sent down to us, and what was sent down to
Ibrahim (Abraham), Ismi‘il (Ishmael),
Ishaq (Isaac), Ya‘qlb (Jacob) and A/-Asbdt
[the offspring of the twelve sons of Ya‘qlib
(Jacob)] and what was given to Muisa
(Moses), ‘Isa (Jesus) and the Prophets from
their Lord. We make no distinction
between one another among them and to
Him (Alldh) we have submitted (in Isldm).”

85. And whoever seeks a religion other
than Isldm, it will never be accepted of

a) It is obligatory to have Belief in the Messengership of the Prophet (Muhammad 41 s
pley «le). Narrated Abu Hurairah s @1 ;! Allah's Messenger oLy «ls &1 Lo said: “By Him
(Allah) in Whose Hand Muhammad's soul is, there is none from amongst the Jews and the
Christians (of these present nations) who hears about me and then dies without believing in
the Message with which | have been sent (i.e. IslAmic Monotheism), but he will be from the
dwellers of the (Hell) Fire.” (Sahih Muslim, the Book of Faith, Vol.1, Hadith No. 240). [See
also (V.3:116))]
b) The asking of (angel) Jibrael (Gabriel) from the Prophet \L, s 41 o about Belief,
Islam, Ihsén (perfection) and the knowledge of the Hour (Doomsday), and their explanation
given to him by the Prophet jL., «s &1 . Then the Prophet \L, «is &1 Lo said (to his
companions): “Jibrael (Gabriel) ;5 «.l= came to teach you your religion.” So the Prophet
s e &1 Lo regarded all that as a religion. And all that which the Prophet pluy «le &1 o
explained to the delegation of ‘Abddl-Qais was a part of faith. (See Sahih Al-Bukhéri, Vol. |,
Hadith No.50 and 87) And the Statement of Allah Ja , ;= “And whoever seeks a religion
other than Islam, it will never be accepted of him.” (3:85).
Narrated Abu Hurairah s &1 ., One day while the Prophet (L, i &1 Lo was sitting in
the company of some people, (The angel) Jibrael (Gabriel) ;> «i came and asked, “What
is Faith?” Allah’'s Messenger ,L., «L= &1 - replied, “Faith is to believe in Allah, His angels,
(the) meeting with Him, His messengers, and to believe in Resurrection.” Then he further
asked, “What is Islam?” Allah's Messenger pL., «ls 41 (Lo replied, “To worship Allah Alone
and none else, to perform As-Salét (Ilqamét-as-Saléf), to give the Zakéat and to observe
Saum (fasts) during the month of Ramadéan,”* then he further asked, “What is /hsdn
(perfection)?” Allah’s Messenger o, 4l d1 Lo replied, “To worship Allah J» , ;- as if you
see Him, and if you cannot achieve this state of devotion then you must consider that He is
looking at you." Then he further asked, “When will the Hour be established?” Allah’s
Messenger L.y «is 41 Lo replied, “The answerer has no better knowledge than the
questioner. But | will inform you about its portents:
(1) When a slave (lady) gives birth to her master.
(2) When the shepherds of black camels start boasting and competing with others in the
construction of higher buildings. And the Hour is one of the five things which nobody knows
except Allah.
The Prophet pl., s &1 Lo then recited: *Verily, the knowledge of the Hour is with Allah
(Alone).” (31:34). Then that man (Gabriel ;5.1 «i<) left and the Prophet (L, « &1 - asked
his Companions to call him back, but they could not see him. Then the Prophet «.s &1 [
¢l said, “That was (angel) Gabriel py1 4= who came to teach the people their religion.”
Abu ‘Abdullah & &1 s, said: He (the Prophet (L., «ls &1 (o) considered all that as a part
of faith. (Sahih Al-Bukhéri, Vol.1, Hadith No.47).
